Nevertheless, Sandburg's definition has become an often
guoted phrase. His quotation already indicates the peculiarity of slang, which sparked my interest in
analysing the relationship between such a complex linguistic manifestation and the compound human
activity of trandlation. Therefore, this essay aims to explore the questions evolving around the tranglation of
dlang and gives examples by reference to the novel From Here to Eternity (1951) by US American writer
James Jones (1921-1977). The novel was trand ated into several languages, inter aliainto German by Otto
Schrag (1951) and into Hungarian by Szijgyart6 Lészl6 (1975).
